Short description:
e Date of finding: 8" June 2012

e General context of the pest report: One male beetle and one larva of Anoplophora
glabripennis have been found on an Acer tree at the roadside in the quarantine zone that
had been established in 2009. Also other pests (Saperda carcharias, Cerambyx scopolii)
were found on the tree.

e Are official control measures being taken? Yes, the infested tree has been eradicated
and the quarantine zone has been extended. Further measures are in the process of
being clarified.
