Foreign Trade Law

Chapter I 
General provisions
Article 1 
Object

Article 2 
Definitions

For the purposes of the provisions of this law, it is considered:
1) Export: the exit of the Macao SAR from any goods, except those leaving in transit;
2) Domestic export: the departure of Macao SAR any goods with Macao origin;
(3) Re-export means the departure of the Macao SAR from any goods previously imported, without having undergone any processing, or goods which have undergone processing without, however, having acquired the quality of origin of the Macao SAR;
4) Temporary export: the departure of the MSAR from any goods, for a limited time, with a view to their reimportation in the same state or after processing, improvement or repair abroad;
5) Importation: the entry into Macao of any goods coming from abroad, except those entering transit;
6) Reimportation: the return to Macao of any goods that had previously been exported;
7) Transit: the passage of goods by the MSAR to the next destination;
8) Postal operations: operations carried out through the Department of Postal Services or other officially licensed entities;
9) Textile: any natural or artificial fiber, any combination of natural fiber and artificial fiber product in the form of yarn, weaving, making or any other product manufactured mainly with these fibers;
10) Prohibitions: exceptional measures limiting the freedom of trade in order to prevent practices that could harm the MSAR or third parties;
11) Exemption: The possibility granted by law, of the importation or exportation of goods is carried out, in certain cases, without being subject to the payment of taxes, but always under the regulatory formalities of the respective licensing;
12) Certificate of origin: the document certifying the origin of the MSAR to prove to third parties that the goods exported received in the Macao process of transformation and necessary to give them the quality of origin of the MSAR.

Article 5 
Prohibitions and special permits

1. The Chief Executive may, exceptionally, for reasons of public interest, prohibit, restrict or condition, by order published in the Official Bulletin, import, export and transit of certain goods in particular for the following reasons:
1) public security imperatives;

2) PREVENTION of fraudulent practices;

3) protection of life, health or safety;

4) the protection of life or health of animals and plants;

5) environmental protection;

6) compliance with obligations under instruments of international law to which the MSAR is bound.

2. The Chief Executive may authorize the carrying out of temporary foreign trade operations that have as their object goods for the pursuit of cultural, artistic, sporting and promotional activities.

Article 6 
Duty of secrecy

The facts or information contained in any document relating to foreign trade operations can only be revealed by the Customs Service (SA) and the Macao Economic Services (MES), pursuant to the criminal law and criminal procedure or under statutory provision expressly limit the duty of confidentiality.

Article 7 
Duty to cooperate

For the performance of the supervisory duties incumbent upon them by this law, can the SA and the DES request the assistance of any public or private entities.

CHAPTER II 
Foreign trade operations

SECTION I 
common provisions

Article 8 
modalities

1. Foreign trade operations are the export, import and transit of goods.
2. Domestic exportation, temporary export and re-export are specialties of exportation, the regime of which is applicable to them.
3. Reimportation shall be a specialty of importation and has to applied in addition to that regime.
Article 9 
Licence Scheme

1. The foreign trade operations are subject to:

1) Export License: in the case of exports subject to authorization pursuant to special arrangements or because they refer to goods listed in the export table (Table A
);

2) ►M1 Import Licensing in the case of import transactions subject to authorization pursuant to special arrangements or if reporting the goods listed in the import table (Table B
). ◄
3) Transit license: in the case of transit operations subject to a license under special regimes. *
2. Permits are non-transferable and non-negotiable, except in cases where the transfer is authorized.

3. Transit license: in the case of transit operations subject to license under special schemes.
4. Export tables (Table A) and import tables (Table B), 
referred to in paragraph 1, are approved by an order of the Chief Executive, published in the Official Gazette of Macao SAR. *
5. The Chief Executive may establish, by means of an order 
published in the Official Gazette of Macao SAR,  that certain goods shall not be subject to the license relating to foreign trade operations provided for in this law and in the regulations provided that:
1) The goods are intended for use or consumption of a natural person;

2) The operation is carried by  baggage, accompanied or not;

3) the goods do not exceed the quantities fixed for that purpose in the same order.

Article 10 
System of singular statement

1. The foreign trade operations are subject to:

1) ►M1 Declaration of import and export, in the case of export and import operations not provided for in paragraphs 1) and 2) of paragraph 1 of the previous article: ◄
(1) Of a value exceeding 5 000,00 patacas;

(2) no more than 5 000,00 patacas, where the value resulting from the fractionation of goods and products, as a whole, correspond to a single transaction worth more than 5 000,00 patacas.

2) ►M1 Transit declaration, in the case of transit operations not provided for in paragraph 3) of paragraph 1 of the previous article. ◄
2. ►M1 The A.T.A. replaces the declarations referred to in the preceding paragraph in the case of foreign trade operations carried out under the said books. ◄
►M1 3. Except as provided in paragraph 1 (1), export or import of baggage, whether or not accompanied, related to goods: ◄
1) intended for use or consumption by natural persons;*
2) covered by the Convention on Customs Facilities for Tourism and the Additional Protocol to that Convention relating to the Importation of Tourist Publicity Documents and Material.

Section II 
Temporary export, re-import and conversion

Article 14 
Voluntary conversion

Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph 2 of Article traders may apply voluntarily until the end of the time limit for temporary export of goods provided in paragraph 1 of that Article, the conversion of temporary export on domestic export or re-export.
Section III 
Transit
...

Article 17
Conversion to import regime
1. ►M1 During the periods laid down in Article 15 (1) and (2), the persons concerned may apply for the conversion of goods subject to transit declarations into importation. ◄
2. After the expiry of those periods, without having verified the departure of the goods in transit, the goods shall be deemed to have been imported, provided that the conditions necessary for their importation are fulfilled.

3. In the case of the goods listed in the table of importation (Table B), the conversion is only possible when the conditions that would allow their importation are verified.
►M1 4. Goods subject to a transit license shall not be converted into imports. ◄

Subsection II 
Irregular operations

Article 36
Operations subject to licensing
►M1 1. Any person who brings goods into or out of the Macao SAR without the required license is punishable by a fine of MOP 5,000.00 to MOP 100,000.00, and the goods are seized and declared lost in favor of the Macao SAR. ◄
►M1 2. Any person who uses a license to import, export or carry out transit operations of goods in quantities greater than those registered therein shall be punished with a fine of 1 000.00 to 50 000.00 patacas, and the surplus goods shall be seized and declared losses in favor of the MSAR. ◄
►M1 3. A person who uses a license to import, export or carry out transit operations of goods other than those registered therein shall be punished with a fine of 15% to 100% of the value of the different goods, but not less than 1 000.00 patacas, yet the goods will be declared lost in favor of the MSAR if the infringing conduct reveals fraudulent intent. ◄
Article 36
Operations subject to declaration

1. Anyone who enters, leaves or transits goods in the MSAR without the required declaration, shall be punished with a fine of 1 000.00 to 50 000.00 patacas, and the goods are seized and declared lost in favor of the Macao SAR.
2. ►M1 Anyone who fails to present the declaration and not to deliver it electronically within 10 working days of the transaction, shall be punished with a fine of 1,000 to 5,000 patacas. ◄
3. Who uses the declaration process to carry out foreign trade operations of goods listed in the export tables (Table A) or imports (Table B), indicating in the declaration goods other than those that are actually importing or exporting , shall be punished with a fine of 5,000.00 to 100,000.00 patacas, and the same shall be seized and declared lost in favor of the Macao SAR.
4. Who uses the declaration process to carry out foreign trade operations of goods listed in the tables (Table A) or import (Table B), indicating correctly in the declaration the goods that are actually importing or exporting, shall, under penalty of seizure and loss of such goods in favor of the Macao SAR, obtain the necessary license within 10 working days of the date of submission of the declaration.
