1.1 Title Closing note on an outbreak of Tomato brown rugose fruit
virus (ToBRFV) in Germany (Thuringia)
1.2 Executive summary In 2021, a producer of tomato fruits was surveyed in
accordance with Implementing Regulation (EU)
2020/1191. Asymptomatic samples were taken. The
samples were tested positive for TOBRFV in the official
laboratory of Thuringia. Official eradication measures have
been taken. The greenhouse was cleared, cleaned and
disinfected.
ToBRFV has been regulated as a Regulated Non-
Quarantine Pest (RNQP) since January 2025, so
eradication measures and specific surveys are no
longer carried out.
