1. Short title

This Ac  may be ci ed as  he Plant Protection  ct 2006. 

2. Interpretation

In  his Ac , unless  he con ex  o herwise requires -

“beneficial organisms” mean organisms, including fungi, bac eria, viruses, virus-

like organisms or inver ebra e or ver ebra e animals, used specifically for -

(a) con rol of pes ;

(b) pollina ion;

(c) for  he commercial produc ion of agricul ural produc s; or

(d) o her purposes beneficial  o agricul ural produc ion;

“consignmen ” means a quan i y of plan s, plan  produc s or regula ed ar icles 

being moved from one coun ry  o ano her and covered, when required, by a 

single phy osani ary cer ifica e; 



             

              

          

            

           

           

  

           

        

            

      

          

                

               

      

             

              

                  

              

      

            

  

           

             

“con ainer” means a box, bag or o her recep acle in which plan s, plan  produc s 

or any objec  or ma erial capable of harbouring pes s, have been or are being 

 ranspor ed; 

“conveyance” means any ship, vessel, aircraf ,  rain, vehicle, car , con ainer, 

animal or o her anima ed or inanima e objec   ha  can convey plan s, plan  

produc s, pes s, soil or regula ed ar icles from one place  o ano her; 

“de en ion” means  o keep a consignmen  in cus ody or confinemen  for 

phy osani ary reasons; 

“emergency ac ion” means any urgen  phy osani ary ac ion under aken in a new 

or unexpec ed phy osani ary si ua ion wi hou full  echnical jus ifica ion;

“impor er” means any person who, whe her as owner, consignor, consignee, 

agen , broker or o herwise, is in possession of, or is in any way en i led  o  he 

cus ody of any plan , plan  produc  or o her regula ed ar icle landed or likely  o be 

landed in Mauri ius from ano her coun ry; 

“infes a ion” means a condi ion whereby  he land, plan , soil or o her ma  er or 

 hing in respec  of which  he  erm is used suppor s a pes  physically, nu ri ionally 

or in any o her way or a condi ion whereby  he presence of  he pes  in or on  he 

land, plan , soil or o her ma  er or  hing in ques ion exposes any plan  ei her 

direc ly or indirec ly  o pes infes a ion; 

“Minis er” means  he Minis er  o whom responsibili y for  he subjec  of agricul ure 

is assigned; 

“NPPO” means  he Na ional Plan Pro ec ion Office es ablished under sec ion 4;

“plan ” means any living plan  and par s  hereof, including seeds and germplasm; 

“plan impor permi ” means a permi issued under sec ion 19; 

“plan  produc ” means any produc  derived from plan s, ei her in  heir na ural, 

manufac ured or processed form; 

“poin  of en ry” means an airpor , sea por  or land border poin ;

"soil" includes ear h, wa er, pea , manure, compos , sand, clay and any o her 

subs ance capable of suppor ing plan  life, or  ransmi  ing any pes , whe her or 

no  used or in ended  o be used as a growing medium, or in any process of 

manufac ure, or as ballas  or for any o her purpose wha soever; 

“wa er” means wa er as a medium, including ballas  wa er, capable of harbouring 

marine and aqua ic invasive alien species.

4. National Plant Protection Office 

(1) There shall be a division of  he Minis ry which shall -

(a) be known as  he Na ional Plan  Pro ec ion Office or  he NPPO; 

and 

(b) be  he au hori y responsible for  he enforcemen  of  his Ac  in 

Mauri ius. 

(2) The NPPO shall consis  of such officers as may be designa ed by  he 

Officer in Charge of  he Minis ry. 

(3) The Officer in Charge of  he Minis ry shall be responsible for  he 

managemen  and adminis ra ion of  he affairs of  he NPPO. 

5. Functions and powers of National Plant Protection Office

(b) issue phy osani ary cer ifica es;

(d) provide informa ion  o o her coun ries concerning phy osani ary 

measures applied, ei her  hrough pes  risk analysis or by 

reference  o applicable in erna ional s andards; 



        

     

      

        

   

       

       

          

           

     

             

  

            

    

  

              

    

     

       

        

       

(e) dis ribu e informa ion concerning regula ed pes s and  he means 

of  heir preven ion and con rol;

(h) whenever appropria e, represen  Mauri ius in bila eral, regional, 

and in erna ional fora rela ed  o phy osani ary ma  ers; 

(i) advise  he Minis er on ma  ers rela ing  o  he con ainmen  and 

eradica ion of regula ed pes s as i  considers necessary or as may 

be reques ed by  he Minis er; 

(j) carry ou  such o her func ions as may be required  o give effec   o 

 his Ac . 

(2) The NPPO shall have such powers as are necessary  o discharge i s 

func ions under  his Ac . 

6. Identity card 

(1) The Officer in Charge of  he Minis ry shall issue an iden i y card  o every 

officer of  he NPPO. 

(2) The iden i y card shall -

(a) con ain a recen pho o of  he officer; 

(b) con ain a copy of  he officer’s signa ure; and

7. Display of identity card 

(1) Subjec   o subsec ion (2), in  he exercise of any power under  his Ac , in 

rela ion  o ano her person, an officer shall produce his iden i y card for  he 

o her person’s inspec ion before exercising  he powers. 

(2) Where i  is no  prac icable  o comply wi h subsec ion (1),  he officer shall 

produce his iden i y card for  he o her person’s inspec ion a   he firs  

reasonable oppor uni y. 

8. Surrender of identity card 

(1) Every officer shall, if so reques ed by  he Officer in Charge of  he Minis ry 

or where he leaves  he NPPO, for hwi h surrender his iden i y card. 

(2) Any officer who fails  o surrender his iden i y card in  he circums ances 

referred  o in subsec ion (1) shall commi  an offence. 

P RT III - CONT INMENT  ND ER DIC TION OF PESTS 

9. Duty on owner of premises 

Every owner of premises who suspec s or becomes aware of  he presence of a 

regula ed pes  on his premises shall – 

(a) immedia ely no ify  he NPPO; and 

(b) send in wri ing a no ice  o  he NPPO, wi hin 7 days of his 

suspicion or of becoming aware of  he presence of  he regula ed 

pes .

(b) i  is no longer appropria e for  he quaran ine  o be main ained in 

respec  of par  or all of  he infes ed area, 

he shall revoke or modify  he quaran ine declara ion and give no ice of such 

revoca ion or modifica ion in  he Gaze  e.

13. Declaration of pest free areas 

(1) Where  he NPPO is sa isfied  ha  a pes is no presen in an area, i  shall -

(a) adop phy osani ary measures  o keep  he area free of pes ; and 

(b) ins i u e a moni oring sys em  o verify  ha   ha  condi ion is 

main ained. 

(2) The NPPO may declare an area being moni ored under subsec ion (1) as 

a pes -free area. 

14. Declaration of areas of low-pest prevalence 

(1) Where  he NPPO is sa isfied  ha  a regula ed pes  occurs a  low levels in 

an area, i shall -

(a) adop  such phy osani ary measures as are appropria e  o keep  he 

pes levels low; and 

(b) ins i u e a surveillance sys em  o verify  ha   he pes  levels remain 

low. 

(2) The NPPO may declare an area being moni ored under subsec ion (1) as 

an area of low-pes prevalence. 

15. Pest surveillance programme 

(1) The NPPO may, for  he purpose of confirming  he presence or 

ascer aining  he ex en  of  he presence of a pes   o which  he programme 



           

 

            

             

     

          

            

     

   

             

             

            

            

              

      

           

   

          

           

              

        

         

          

      

applies, in respec  of a designa ed area, conduc  a pes  surveillance 

programme.

premises, issue a no ice in wri ing direc ing  he owner of  he premises 

for hwi h or wi hin a  ime specified by  he officer  o  ake such measures as 

he  hinks fi , including  o -

(a) quaran ine, upon condi ions as direc ed, all or any par  of  he 

premises in ques ion;

17. Imminent risk of infestation on premises not under quarantine 

(1) An officer may, where he is sa isfied on reasonable grounds  ha   here is 

an imminen  risk of a pes  infes a ion on any premises, o her  han 

premises in a pes  quaran ine area, exercise such powers as are 

assigned  o him under  his Ac ,  o avoid  he risk of a pes infes a ion. 

(2) In considering whe her  here is an imminen  risk of pes infes a ion on any 

premises,  he officer shall have regard  o -
